History of the Harry Wickersham

Other Lions heard about the golf outing and dozens joined
in to play in subsequent years including Lion Ed Stebbins
who was recruited to help organize the event into an
annual fund-raising opportunity. He made the original
presentation to the TLC Board of Directors to make
the Golf Tournament an annual fund-raising event then
recommended that the event be named in honor of Lion
Harry Wickersham (who was the real golfer in the original
foursome). In addition, he recruited Lion Lester Frantzen
and the Fredericksburg Lions Club to help organize and
operate the tournament each year.
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
